A Voluntary Strike Off is a cost-efficient method of removing a company from the
Companies House register.

It's important to establish
which process is the best for
shareholders and the company
as each process has its
advantages (see overleaf).

Once this limit is exceeded, the whole
distribution will be considered as income.
